The meeting was called to order with the Pledge of Allegiance by Chairman Sam Grafton at 6:00 p.m. 

Roll Call Present: Sam Grafton, Chair; Thomas Phillips, Vice-Chair and Brenda Powley, Trustee and Amy Browning, Fiscal Officer

OPEN DISCUSSION
Donnie Moore suggested getting the township trucks checked on a rotating schedule.  He would charge $160 for two hours of labor.  Trustees agrees to allow Donnie to use the township NAPA account to charge parts.   

OLD BUSINESS
Inventory – Thomas doing inventory of the park including pictures of items by the next meeting.  Thomas stated he would like to make sure what happened with Yetis’ equipment does not happen again.  Jeff stated that if an organization leaves something, we should send them a letter stating they have to pick up by a certain time or it becomes our property or we are getting rid of it.  Right now, everything in that building should be ours.  Jake completed inventory including pictures of the concession stand.  Sam suggested marking the equipment with I.C.   Amy will check into inventory labels.  
MORE Grant – Amy completed and filed the grant paperwork.  Amy addressed Thomas directly during the meeting stating that she had to do his job as well as hers because he did not follow through with getting quotes to retrofit bleachers to submit with the grant nor did he even acknowledge that he missed the due date.  She said this is the second time he has not gotten quotes for grants and has never offered an apology.  Amy also stated that it is a shame that he was so happy to be the youngest elected trustee in Ohio and that he has tarnished that because he has done nothing since he got elected but collect a paycheck.  She asked if he had a road report this month, he said he did.  Amy also stated that he does not respond to emails or messages sent throughout the month. Brenda also stated that its almost criminal that you took an oath and have done nothing. Brenda said everyone is learning but he is leaving the two other trustees high and dry as well as the township.  Amy said someone has to pick up the ball when he drops it because there is a due date.  Brenda stated we looked ridiculous with county recreation grant because you didn’t do the work so at the last minute we had to scramble to get quotes and ended up getting the least amount of money of anyone in the county.  Brenda again stated that its criminal and needs to stop.  
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NEW BUSINESS
Road Foreman 
· 2008 Blade and Accessories for sale.  Sam will call CAT contact to see what he offers.  
· Everyone gave road reports to Jake
· Enough salt for morning round until runs out.  Same stated that every road we put cinders on has to be cleaned up in spring. Waiting for ordered salt to be delivered.  Sam contacted Wells Twp. to borrow salt but had not heard back.

· We need to get prices for park improvements now for county recreation grant.  Trustees discussed bleachers being removed from the park to reduce liability but will decide by spring.
· Sam asked Jake if weight signs will be being finished up before February 1 deadline.  Jake explained where signs have been put up and where they still need to be placed.
· Marathon Pipeline proposal will be sent to Jeff for review.  Marathon wants to open up right- away just to use for their stuff.    

Thomas Phillips
· Contacting Yetis to get contract for this year. 
· Will complete inventory.
· Emmitt Way sign down in Lewis Addition.  Looks like someone ran over it.
· Sam asked Thomas if he received any winter maintenance complaints.  Thomas responded that he received one from Montgomery and one from 1st Street.  

Brenda Powley
· Wetlands meeting through JSWCD, February 27th at 10:00.  Sam and Brenda will attend.  
· House Bill 47 – Working with Ryan on getting a new one at a cost of $1,259.66. TEMS recommends everyone to get the same one. Brenda looking into getting help from OTA, State Farm and Walmart to provide money to offset cost of equipment. 
· House Bill 315 – states we can use our website to post public notices and not pay to list in the newspapers.   Sam stated that website needs to be kept up to date if we are posting important information on there or website needs shut down. Brenda offered to do the website if Thomas can’t keep up with it. 
· Signed Richmond Fire Contract provided to Amy for filing.  Checks cut in March and November. 



· Lewis Addition Survey – fence is on township property but unless township needs the fence moved they are not required to move it.  Township has asked them several times to move it but they have not.  At this time, it is not posing a traffic hazard.  Brenda will contact Mr. Waytt.  Septic tank is also on the township right away.  
· Sam moved that the fence remain where it is unless it becomes a hazard, seconded by Thomas.
· Roll Call: Sam – yes; Thomas – yes; Brenda – yes.  Motion passed.
· Ohio EMA Grant awarded for spring flooding.  We will be reimbursed 75% of $493,175.  Boring is to be done in next couple of weeks.  Sam explained that the boring results will go to County Engineers office and either they will design or outside company depending on difficulty.  Slip design will go to FEMA for approval and then put out for bid.  Works needs completed by November 24, 2025.    Brenda to contact ODOT about the project.
