Two sealed bids received for Island Creek Township Road 385-0.20 Slip Repair Project:
Graig Susany - $192,312.00
Ohio West Virginia Excavating - $220,226.00
Sam made a motion to go with the cheaper bid if they are equal in scope and after the county engineer’s office looks at the bids submitted, seconded by Thomas.
Roll call: Brenda – Yes; Thomas – Yes; Sam – Yes.  Motion passed. 
PRE-REGISTERED
Trebel Energy – Stephen King – Stated he had no action items but wanted to touch base with the trustees and provide a graphic to post on website or social media that details the program rates that are active as of July 1.  Will send graphic later. 
Paving – Township Road 381 property owner in attendance to request paving.  Brenda stated that TR 381 is not on the schedule for paving this year and that the cost to pave is unbelievable but could possibly look at patching.  Also stated that the new paver is working great. 
NEW BUSINESS
Road Foreman – not in attendance but he told Trustees that the new paver going good and learning to use. 
Fire Prevention Officer – Toronto VFD having a Fall Bash.  Tickets are available.  Toronto levy passed to looking to purchase an engine and ladder, which is good for the residents in the township.

Disaster Relief – Brenda referenced the disaster relief generator email sent by Terry Bell.  After discussion trustees concluded that the township is not set up to implement such program. 
Nursing Corp – After trustees and solicitor discussion, Brenda made a motion to adopt a zero tolerance drug and alcohol policy effective immediately, seconded by Sam.  
Roll call: Brenda – Yes; Thomas – Yes; Sam – Yes.  Motion passed. 
Trustees and solicitor discussed implementing drug testing in order to comply with the Ohio CDL and DOT laws.  Decision was made to implement drug testing which includes elected officials tested randomly one time per year and all employees entered into a monthly random pool.  
Brenda made a motion to contract with Nursing Corp as official drug testing company, seconded by Sam. 
Roll call: Brenda – Yes; Thomas – Yes; Sam – Yes.  Motion passed. 
Soccer Net – will be delivered and paid for using the grant money from the county recreation grant.
Road Use Maintenance Agreement – working with DeNoon Lumber to extend RUMA but have not decided on end date.  
Red Truck – needs a lot of costly repairs.  Trustees are against dumping money into it.  Brenda talked with the guys and requested a 550.  Brenda will look at state contract vehicles.
John Hood Road – township has received complaints about the road.  After look, trustees decided to build the road up and meet the culverts. 
Ball Field Bleachers – Brenda and Thomas want to pull them before upcoming tournament to reduce liability.  
Brenda made a motion to take bleachers away from field due to liability and store them for now, seconded by Thomas.  
Roll call: Brenda – Yes; Thomas – Yes; Sam – No.  Motion passed. 
Marathon Agreement – Brenda will stop by Amy’s house to sign the agreement.  Township has already received $700 payment. 
Fraud Training – Brenda confirmed that all the guys in the garage have completed the training.

Employee Discussion – Brenda asked Thomas if he had followed through with addressing concerns with Jake about work efficiency as he stated that he would at the last meeting.  Thomas stated he has not talked with Jake.   Brenda specified that is part of his job to manage employees and that only two trustees are doing the work.
