· AED is at the concession stand and Sam and Brenda completed the AED training. 
· Brenda and Jake met with JSWCD, Mark Petho, to complete the MS4 Facility Inspection. 
· Brenda and Thomas are attending June 24th meeting with the EPA at the Towers Building concerning MS4 audit.
