Jason Ensinger, Youth Coordinator, Edison Soccer – Jason requested to use the field for practice with the use of the bathrooms from March to the end of May. · Thomas talked to team using field the night of our meeting to practice.  Thomas let them know that teams with a contract have priority over the field and encouraged them to sign a contract with the township.   
· Nothing to report on ball teams.  Brenda checked with Harold LeMasters and there will not be a Pleasant Hill ball team this year.  

Sam Grafton
· Road inspections reports need to include month.
· Suggested ordering 400 tons of slag to have on site and get at current price. 
· Sam along with other trustees listed the following to include to potentially pave:  Benson Lane, 1st Street Richmond, East Road, Lakeshore, Trails End, Lucy, Dorvett, TR 582, Ellsworth Hughes 
· Publicize that we are accepting cemetery grass mowing sealed quotes due by Friday before next meeting.  Thomas will put on the website. 
Sam made a motion to put both cemeteries out to bid for mowing, seconded by Thomas.
Roll Call: Thomas – yes; Sam – yes; Brenda – yes.  Motion passed.  
· Issue 2 – Brenda asked Sam about Issue 2.  Sam stated that there will be a meeting about it on May 2nd but that he doesn’t think we are eligible until next year.  

Brenda Powley
· Brenda reached out to the Ohio Public Works Commission.  There is a possibility of funding for culvert on TR 371.  Brenda will continue to work with contact person with the Commission.  
· Toni Moreland from State Farm is donating $600 of the $1200 needed to purchase an AED for the township.  Brenda offered to donate an additional $200 followed by Sam and Thomas also offering $200 each leaving a minimal balance for the township to pay.  
· CTL Engineering sent first invoice for $13,957.  Ohio EMA will be reimbursing the township within 309 days.  County Engineer will look at the report and determine if they can do it.  
· JSWCD Wetlands and Waterways attended by Brenda and Jake.  
· Sam and Brenda met with Marathon Pipeline.  Agreed on $500 payment. 
· Brenda and Sam are going to look at a used paver for $47,250 with 1,600 hours in New Castle, PA.  Township will also need a trailer to haul it.  Amy will look into what money is available and possibly financing and let Sam and Brenda know funding possibilities. 
Sam made a motion to give Brenda and Sam permission to purchase the paver if they think it is worth it and contingent on if we have the money, seconded by Brenda.

Amy Browning
· Jefferson County Recreation grant is due April 25th.  Thomas suggested paving additional parking and asked Jim Davis for a quote.  Brenda is opposed to paving.  Sam reminded everyone that several years ago, the constituents of Island Creek were not happy that the township paved walking trails.  Sam also suggests getting the mulch purchased last year distributed around the playground. Amy suggested applying to recreation grant for AEDs based on HB, Jason Ensinger suggested possibly adding additional fencing around the field.  Thomas will be responsible for writing the grant and getting it to the commissioners before the April 25th due date. 
· Amy requested permission from the Trustees to cover the cost of the class and hotel for the two-and-a-half-day Local Government Officials Conference in Columbus and retro permission to have attended OTA Conference in Columbus.  Both conferences will fulfil the training hours required by the Fiscal Integrity Act. 
Sam made a motion to permit Amy to go to the LGOC for training, seconded by Brenda.
Roll Call: Thomas – yes; Sam – yes; Brenda – yes.  Motion passed.  
· Two different Public Records Requests have been received in a week.  Request for POs ranging from 2022 to current has been completed.  Second request askes for bid records for a slip in 2021 on TR 350.  Amy will continue to work to find the files in a timely manner.   
· Laptop and copier have been replaced as part of the routine replacement program by UAN.  Old copier was given to the garage to use and once the laptop has been restored to original it can also be given to Jake to use at the garage or can be sold.   
Thomas also reported that he attended the Farm Bureau Meeting and that the Sheriff’s Department would like to schedule a basic first aid called “Stop the Bleed” for the residents of the township.
