Rhonda Fleming thanked the trustees for the work completed on TR 381.  

OLD BUSINESS

Frost Law – copy sent to the county commissioners and approved.  Copy of the resolution was also provided to the county engineers office.  
Cyber Security Policy – trustees reviewed the policy and discussed the relevancy of the policy to the township.  Policy needs to be approved but additional information and training will need to be researched as to how the implementation will take place.  
Brenda put forth Resolution 2025.10 to adopt Cyber Security Policy as required by ORC 9.64, seconded by Sam.

Township Drug Policy – after review of the policy, Sam made a motion to implement the Island Creek Township Workplace Drug Policy, seconded by Brenda.

State AUP Audit Update – audit is still in progress but should be finishing soon.  
Clean Up Day Update – four full dumpsters and one dumpster full of scrap.  Very good turnout. 
Truck Purchase Consideration – Sam gave approximate prices for purchasing Ford F550 just like township currently has.  Chassis $67,000, Dump Bed $25,000, Salt Bin and Blade $18,000, tailgate and updated ball $1,600, totaling $111,600.  
Amy explained that the purchase needs to bid out although going to be purchased separately.  Amy also explained her concern about making such a large purchase due to the uncertainty of future township revenue due to the property tax debate.  Amy encouraged the trustees to speak with the county auditor and other to get their opinions.  
Trustees considered other alternatives such as repairs to the current vehicle and bidding out new truck to get an exact cost and will re-evaluate.    
Brenda made a motion to pass a resolution to put the new truck out for bid with a 30 day turn around, seconded by Thomas.
